In September 2004, the Bush Administration recognized that the crisis in Sudan constitutes
genocide. The US has taken the lead in humanitarian efforts, but we need this administration to assert that leadership tenfold and ensure that civilians are protected from unabated violence. This is a matter of the greatest urgency judging by the massive past and impending future human destruction in Darfur.
Given the urgency of the situation, I strongly support the growing call for a presidential envoy for peace in   Sudan. An envoy could focus full time on the urgent issues facing Darfur, including escalating famine conditions, widespread disease, and mind numbing violence. To reach our ultimate goal of peace in Sudan we need a special envoy to ensure the timely and complete implementation of the Comprehensive Peace Agreement signed in January 2005 and the Darfur Peace Agreement signed in Abuja in May 2006.

The U.S. must assert leadership at the UN and call for strong civilian protection. The African
Union, while doing what it can, is unable to address this crisis alone. The US must work in the UN Security Council to ensure deployment of a robust International force is assembled under chapter VII of the UN Charter. The U.S. should also consider how NATO can assist the force to have the appropriate capacity for such a difficult operating environment.
 

With estimates of over 400,000 victims of genocidal violence and its horrific fallout of malnutrition and
disease, and 2.5 million displaced in Darfur and Eastern Chad, it is clear that the government of Sudan is not going to protect the people of Darfur. On the contrary, the government and its militias continue to prey on civilians. The people of Darfur need urgent protection from the international community. The crimes against humanity must be stopped, humanitarian assistance must be facilitated, and a ceasefire has to be enforced.


US leadership is instrumental IN SUDAN. We call upon you to take that leadership role and help end the genocide in Darfur.
